 Tuberculosis Testing 
All the clinical sites used by Neway Directions demand two step PPD (protein particle derivative) testing to protect their residents from any active tuberculosis exposure. (2 separate skin tests at least a week a part, but within 21 days of each other). This is 4 visits to the clinic. All students must have this testing.  It is the responsibility of each student to obtain this testing.  They can be obtained at their own physician’s office or at any fast service clinic.

If a student has had two step testing at any point in their life, and have had a TB test in the last year, proof of that test will be accepted as current.

Students should start the nursing assistant training with at least one PPD test finished.  The second test needs to be completed by the end of the first week of class.  Testing information will be placed in each student’s file.

If any student has a history of a positive PPD skin test, a skin test is not recommended.  A physician must write that the student has no communicable disease.  This document will be placed in that student’s file.

A clinical site can, at any time, request to see the test results.
