	Maintain physical activity for length of clinical shift

	Reading
	Read and understand written documents, read digital displays

	Communication
	Interacts well with others, speak and write English, listen and understand spoken and written word

	Physical Strength
	Push, pull and lift 50 pounds, support 50 pounds of weight, use upper/lower body strength

	Tactile
	Feel vibrations, detect temperature, feel differences in surface characteristics

	Hearing
	Hear normal level speaking sounds, hear faint voices/whisper

	Emotional Stability
	Ability to provide client with emotional support, adapt to changing environment/stress, focus attention on task, cope with strong emotions in others, respond to the unexpected, maintain emotional control

	Mobility
	Twist/bend/stoop/squat, move quickly, climb stairs, walk

	Math
	Add/subtract/multiply/divide, measure, tell time/count

	Visual
	See object up to 20 feet away, use depth perception, use peripheral vision, distinguish color and color intensity

	Know the difference between serious and minor problems, apply knowledge and skill, organize and use information

	Establish appropriate relationships with clients, families, and co-workers, respect cultural difference, handle interpersonal conflict
